God is perfect in his provision and his grace.

3. The Prayer of the Psalmist [v10-12; Psalm 35:1; Matthew 25:31-34;
41]

God will eventually judge those who continue to reject him.

Big Idea: God will protect those who know him, but punish those who
reject him.
