THE GOSPEL

THE CENTER OF EVERYTHING WE DO AT HIGHLANDS

GOD: The only all-knowing, all-powerful King and Creator of all things.

SIN: Yet, we rejected God, and established ourselves as gods of our
lives, separating ourselves from Him, and becoming objects of His
wrath.
