THE CENTER OF EVERYTHING WE DO AT HIGHLANDS

GOD: The only all-knowing, all-powerful King and Creator of all things.

God’s wrath is fair.

2. Bowls 4-6 [16:8-16; Exodus 10:12-15; 21-23; Revelation 8:12; 9:1-11;

God’s wrath is for his enemies.

3. Bowl 7 [16:17-21; Exodus 9:22-25; Revelation 11:15-19; Haggai 2:6;
Hebrews 12:25-29; John 3:36; Matthew 26:26-28]
